Coming from Yamanto or Cunningham Highway its only 9.3km on the Ipswich-Boonah 
Road before you turn into Carmichaels Road on the left hand side. On the opposite side you will see a sign 
‘Purga Elders, Aboriginal Corporation’. Follow the dirt road (very good condition) for 4km, drive through 
entrance and continue right up to the end until you see on the left  the horse float parking area. Coming 
from Peak Crossing it’s only 8.7km before you turn right.
